	The boarder and the head tenant agree to share premises on the following terms:             (cross out anything that does not apply)

	1. This agreement starts on the       /       /       and will continue on a weekly / fortnightly basis.

2. The board is $ …………....per week / fortnight and is to be paid weekly / fortnightly in advance by the boarder to the head tenant / landlord. Board can be reviewed every ………. months with ………. weeks notice given for any increase. 
3. The board payment includes provision of food (all main meals or ……………………..), power, water, telephone, internet and gas. The boarder remains responsible for all their other costs.
4. A bond of $...................is payable to the head tenant.  A written receipt will be given to the boarder.

5. The boarder cannot assign the right to live in the house/room to anyone else.

6. If the head tenant receives notice from the landlord, the head tenant will give a copy of the notice to the boarder immediately.

7. This agreement can be terminated by 14 days’ notice given by either party in writing.

8. The boarder shall not keep any pets on the premises without the head tenant’s permission.

10. The boarder must pay any telephone toll charges incurred by the boarder when asked to by the head tenant.

11. The boarder must not remove any chattels or fixtures from the premises that do not belong to the boarder.

12. At the end of this agreement, the head tenant will return the bond to the boarder immediately.  The head tenant can deduct from the bond any cost which is outstanding and is the responsibility of the boarder. 
13. The boarder is liable for any damage they cause to the property, chattels or fixtures. The cost to repair the damage may be deducted from the bond at the end of this agreement. 
14. Prior approval for visits or overnight stays by others not named in this agreement (eg. the boarder’s family / friends) must be obtained from the head tenant by the boarder before invitation is given to potential visitors.

15. The head tenant / landlord may enter the boarders room: every …….. weeks/months for inspection; or in the event of an emergency. 

16. In the event of any dispute, the parties agree that the dispute will be determined by the Disputes Tribunal.
